Schulz, the Institute of Communication and Health at the University of Lugano has developed an international reputation for its research in the areas of technology and doctor-patient communication, cultural factors in health promotion campaign design, and health literacy and empowerment. A distinctive feature of the Institute is the interdisciplinary background of its research staff which draws on strengths in the humanities, social sciences, and medicine. In support of its research and doctoral training programs, the Institute garnered over 6.5 million Swiss francs ($6.2 million) in grant funding from the Swiss National Science Foundation, the Swiss Federal Office of Health, the European Union, and private foundations.
Residence

The University and its core instructional programs are located in Lugano, in the Italian-speaking area of Switzerland. As a full-time faculty member, the successful candidate will be expected to be in residence at least four days a week. The University’s graduate programs and some undergraduate classes are taught in English and fluency in Italian, while beneficial, is not required in the first years of service.
